However, it is believed that their 

population is significant.  Many work in 

small grocery stores or ethnic shops. 

Ministry Obstacles 
The most significant issue is their 

Islamic beliefs.  Islam is an integral part 

of their religious life and culture.  Those 

who come to Christ could be ostracized 

from their families or close-knit 

communities.

Build relationships with the people by 

visiting where they live, work and shop.   

Pray for God to move on their hearts 

and that they will be sensitive to the 

Gospel.
